Area:   Bathroom

Materials:  Soap, Toilet paper, Paper towels, Dry erase marker

Teach 

1. Objective:  “Today we are going to talk about how we practice Safety, Unity, Being kind, Integrity, and Responsibility in the bathroom.”  
2. Guided Discovery:  “How can we practice Safety, Unity, Being kind, Integrity, and Responsibility in the bathroom?”(allow students time to answer)  
3. Definition of SUBIR in the bathroom.  

a. Show the SUBIR poster for the bathroom and review each expectation with the students. 

b. Discuss/clarify important details

i. Example:  Unity – “Dispose of paper properly” – explain to students that toilet paper goes in the toilet and paper towels go in the trash can.    

Model
1. Teacher demonstrates examples of not following the expectations 

a. Safety – Show example of more than one person in a stall.  Talk with students about how else a person might not be following the Safety expectation in the bathroom.    
b. Unity – Show example of throwing paper towel on the floor.  Talk with students about how else a person might not be following the Unity expectation in the bathroom.     

c. Be Kind – Show example of not respecting school property (write on the stall with a dry erase marker **Be sure to wipe it off immediately**).  Talk with students about how else a person might not be following the Be Kind expectation in the bathroom.     

d. Integrity – Show example of not respecting privacy (look under the stall door).  Talk with students about how else a person might not be following the Integrity expectation in the bathroom.      

e. Responsibility – Show example of not washing your hands.  Talk with students about how else a person might not be following the Responsibility expectation in the bathroom.     
2. Teacher chooses a couple of students to demonstrate how to follow each expectation.  
Practice 
1. Have all students wash their hands and dispose of the paper  
2. Use this time to reteach any expectation that students are not following.  

3. Acknowledge students who are following the expectations.  

4. Hand out Dasher Dollars.
