Area:  Drop-off












Time Allotted: 20 minutes 


Materials: Backpack, Coat/Sweater

	· Walk straight to designated area

· Only students enter through drop off doors
	· Hold door for person behind you

· Say “Good morning!”
	· Use nice words

· Say thank you to those who greet you
	· Report unkind behavior

· Use your inside voice
	· Remember your backpack and coat

· Be on time

	Physical Pathway –    Be aware of your body/space.

Teach 

1. Objective:  “Today we are going to talk about how we practice Safety, Unity, Being kind, Integrity, and Responsibility at drop-off.”  

2. Guided Discovery:  “How can we practice Safety, Unity, Being kind, Integrity, and Responsibility at drop-off?”(allow students time to answer)  

3. Definition of SUBIR at drop-off.  

a. Show the SUBIR poster for drop-off and review each expectation with the students. 

b. Discuss/clarify important details

i. Example:  Responsibility – “Remember your back pack and coat” – talk about the students’ responsibility to remember their backpacks and coats; that it is their job as students to come to school prepared.   

Model
1. Teacher demonstrates examples of not following the expectations 

a. Safety – Show example of not walking to their designated areas (classroom or cafeteria depending on the grade).  Talk with students about how else a person might not be following the Safety expectation at drop-off.    

b. Unity – Show example of not saying good morning.  Talk with students about how else a person might not be following the Unity expectation at drop-off.     

c. Be Kind – Show example of not using nice words.  Talk with students about how else a person might not be following the Be Kind expectation at drop-off.     

d. Integrity – Show example of not using your inside voice.  Talk with students about how else a person might not be following the Integrity expectation at drop-off.      

e. Responsibility – Show example of not remembering your backpack and coat.  Talk with students about how else a person might not be following the Responsibility expectation at drop-off.     
2. Teacher chooses a couple of students to demonstrate how to follow each expectation.  

Practice 
1. Have all students wash their hands and dispose of the paper  

2. Use this time to reteach any expectation that students are not following.  

3. Acknowledge students who are following the expectations.  

4. Hand out Dasher Dollars.
